Department of State Youth Policy, Education and Social Protection of
Children of the Ministry of Education and a Science of the Russian Federation has
considered your inquiry, forwarded from The State Office of the General Prosecutor
of the Russian Federation, regarding activities of the foreign organizations on
adoption of children which do not have accreditation in the territory of the Russian

Federation, and informs the following.

According to Article 126' of the Family Code of the Russian Federation,
adoption of a child, a citizen of the Russian Federation, by foreign citizens can be
conducted only with the assistance of a representation office of a foreign adoption

organization accredited in the territory of the Russian Federation or by prospective

adoptive parents in person

Activities of foreign organizations, authorized by their State to act as an
adoption agency can be conducted in the territory of the Russian Federation only if

such organization has accreditation in the Russian Federation. Representatives of
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such organizations allowed to render the necessary help in registration of adoption,
and also to carry out other activity on the representation of interests of the
prospective adoptive parents in the territory of the Russian Federation, permitted by

the legislation of the Russian Federation.

Any activities in the territory of the Russian Federation on the selection of children
for adoption and assistance in the adoption process on behalf of and in the interest
of the persons wishing to adopt children, carried out by foreign adoption
organizations which do not have accreditation in the Russian Federation, and are
acting independently or in agreement with a foreign accredited organization, is

illegal.

Cooperation between the foreign organizations in the field of adoption of children
on the territory of their State is possible in order and forms, regulated by foreign

State legislation.

According to legislation of the Russian Federation, the organization that provided
obligation to monitor living conditions and education of the adopted child and (or)

providing Post Placement reports is responsible for that.
